RESIDENTIAL COURSE AT PLAS GWYNANT OUTDOOR EDUCATION 
CENTRE 

Monday 11th – Friday 15th January 2027 
 
Dear Parent/Carer, 

 
Following a positive reaction from the recent parent survey, we are planning to go 
ahead with the Y6 residential trip to Plas Gwynant. Your child has been allocated 
a place.  
 
This residential will take place from Monday 11th – Friday 15th January 2027. 
 
The course will include lots of fun, new learning experiences and the opportunity 
to develop personal and social skills. It will greatly enhance your child’s school 
education through an organised programme of outdoor learning activities in 
science, geography, history or group challenges. The full details of the trip are 
outlined in the information booklet accompanying this letter. 
 
The standard cost of the course will be £300 per child. An assisted place will 
cost £220 and will apply to those pupils that are in receipt of free school 
meals or pupil premium. All deposits are non-refundable and failure to pay 
the deposit by Friday 13th February 2026 and the final balance by Friday 4th 
December 2026 may result in your child’s place being offered to a pupil on 
the reserve list.  
 
Payment dates are as follows:

Friday 13th February 2026 £50 £70 

Friday 17th April 2026 £50 £60 

Friday 3rd July 2026 £40 £60 

Friday 4th September 2026 £40 £60 

Friday 4th December 2026 £40 £50 

Total to be paid £220 £300 
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Included in the cost is transport, accommodation, all meals and packed 
lunches, education materials and activities, specialist equipment and the 
usual LA insurance. 
 
The school is subsidising all places for pupils to keep the cost of the trip to a 
minimum. The real cost of the course including transport would be more than £300 
per pupil. 

 
To secure your child’s place on the trip a non-refundable deposit is required, paid on line, 
together with the permission slip attached.   
 
Deposits need to be paid no later than Friday 13th February 2026 and the full payment 

needs to be made by Friday 4th December 2026. 

 

Payments can be made in instalments of £5 or more; following the payment of the 

deposit, there are 29 school weeks until the final payment deadline. This works out to 

be approximately £6 per week for an assisted place or £8 per week for a non-assisted 

place.
